	Description

	10-15
	Think-pair-share
	Give the students 5 minutes to write and 5-10 minutes to discuss with their partner: What does it mean to be a woman in your home culture? Is it different from your town/city’s culture? How so? What are some of the benefits/detriments you have experienced because of both or either?

	5-10
	Large group discussion
	Ask the students to list the different female characters from the plays on the board. Write down the names on one side. Then ask for some descriptions. What are words that can be/are used to describe the characters? 

	10-15
	Groups of 3-4
	Allow each of the groups to choose one woman as their group’s theme. They can then fill out the handout of questions, and discuss them together.

	20-25
	Practice
	Each group will be given time to choose a scene to practice together that they believe best represents their character. They should be prepared to describe why they chose the scene and how they revealed their interpretation through their acting.

	30
	Perform
	Each group can share with the class their performance and interpretation in whichever order they choose.

	10
	Discuss
	If there is time to spare, we will spend a little extra time discussing the different groups’ choices of play sections and interpretations. If not, we will discuss the next class.

	5
	Homework
	In preparation for the last set of art connections, allow the students to come up with all the connections themselves. Divide them into film, art, and music and tell them which day they will be teaching.
Also: Continue work on your final project. Read Act 5. What lines do you find confusing? Which lines do you find most enlightening? What was it like for you to read this last act of the play? 
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
