Objective: Students will be introduced to the concept of Rhetoric and Rhetorical devices/technique. Students will be shown how rhetoric works in persuasive writing and in visual works (such as speeches, commercials, debates, etc.).

Do Now: What do you think Rhetoric means? How do you define Rhetoric? Where do you think, you would encounter Rhetoric?
Lecture: Take the time, to explain Rhetoric and give note-worthy information that student will write down. During lecture the concept of Rhetoric will be define and this will lead to the videos that will be watched in class (as examples).
Video Presentations: As a class, we will watch 2-3 video that have examples of Rhetoric in them. Student will take notes about what they see in the videos that are examples of rhetoric.
Small Group Discussion: Students will then get into groups of two or three people and talk about the things they saw in the video that are examples of Rhetoric. They will share the notes that they were supposed to write while watching the videos. 
Class Discussion: We will come together as a class and talk about Rhetoric in those videos
Independent Reading/FreeWrite: Student will use this time to do some independent reading on the book of their choice. 
Homework: Students will be assigned to look for examples of Rhetoric that they see daily. They must write a one paged response on why they think it is an example of rhetoric.

Topic: Martin Luther King Jr’s “I Have a Dream”
Grade Level: 12th grade
Class Duration: 60 minutes
Objective: Student will watch and read Martin Luther King Jr’s “I Have a Dream” Speech and analyze the speech. Student will be able to discussion how MLK uses rhetorical techniques in his speeches and how the speech is effective with rhetoric.

Do Now: Why do you think MLK’s “I Have a Dream” Speech is still very effective today?
MLK Speech: Student will watch Martin Luther King Jr’s “I Have a Dream” Speech. They will also have the transcripts of the speech as a helpful guide.
Independent Writing: Student will answer these questions after watching the speech:
a. What were the Rhetorical techniques/devices that MLK used in his speech? Explain Why. Reference back with the transcript.  
b. Who was his target audience?
c. What was his tone?
Class Discussion: We will come together as a class and talk about the rhetorical devices they believed they encountered during MLK’s “I Have a Dream” Speech.
Independent Reading/FreeWrite: Student will use this time to do some independent reading on the book of their choice. Give students a mental break and a time to process today’s lesson.

Exit Ticket: What was one of the most effective rhetorical devices used in Martin Luther King Jr’s “I Have a Dream” speech?

Unit: Rhetoric/Persuasive Writing
Topic: Martin Luther King Jr.’s, “Letter from a Birmingham Jail” Rhetorical Analysis
Grade Level: 12th grade
Class Duration: 60 minutes
Objective: Using Martin Luther King Jr.'s “Letter from a Birmingham Jail,” students will detect and analyze specific elements in the text to refer to King's use of ethos, pathos and logos.

Independent Reading/Free time – 10 minutes
Exit Ticket – 5 minutes

Do Now: Based on last night’s reading, list some of the rhetorical devices that you noticed MLK use in “Letter from a Birmingham Jail”. (ex. Ethos, Pathos, Logos, etc.)  

Small Group Workshop: In groups of three or four, students will go back to the text and detect uses of Ethos, Pathos and Logos. Student will write down their finding and then share them with the class. 
a. Where did you find examples of Ethos, Pathos, and Logos? Reference back to the text. 
b. How were these rhetorical techniques effective in this text?


Class Discussion: Students will come together as a class and share the examples they found on Logos, Ethos, and Pathos. Students should refer to the text. 

Independent Reading/Free Time: Student will use this time to do some independent reading on the book of their choice. 

Exit Ticket: Why did Martin Luther King Jr. incorporate rhetorical devices, such as, Ethos, Pathos, Logos in “Letter from a Birmingham Jail”?







Definitions:

Ethos:
· Ethos is an appeal to ethics, and it is a means of convincing someone of the character or credibility of the persuader.

Pathos:
· Pathos is an appeal to emotion, and is a way of convincing an audience of an argument by creating an emotional response.

Logos:
· Logos is an appeal to logic, and is a way of persuading an audience by reason.

Topic: 2016 Presidential election 
Grade Level: 12th grade
Class Duration: 50 minutes


Objective: Students will be able to understand and detect persuasive writing in non-fiction literature, such as Ethos, Pathos, Logos, etc. Students will be able to also put these techniques to practice in their own writing. 


Agenda:
Do Now – 5 minutes
Small Group Workshop – 15 minutes
Class Discussion – 15 minutes
independent Writing– 15 minutes

Do Now: ‍What are your thoughts on the recent post-election results? What is one topic or issue that you feel is important to talk about after the results? ‍ 


Small Group Workshop: In groups of four, students will share their responses from their Do Now with each other. Each student within their group will read aloud their responses and at the end of the activity each group must cultivate two questions for each group member’s response they shared. 

Class Discussion: Students will come together and talk as a class about the responses they wrote or discuss about the issues if the 2016 election results.
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Independent Writing: Student will work on their response and used them to start their ‍first draft on their unit final paper. ‍ Student will use the two questions that they received from their groups members and using them as guiding questions for their intended audience. Student will ideal work on the start of their paper until the end of the class period.

HomeWork: Student will work on their first draft of the Final Semester Essay. First Draft must be at least 2 pages double-spaced, Times New Roman 12 pt. Font. Can be handwritten as well, but must be at least 2 pages.
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
